TIPS FOR USING THE GROUP EMAIL LIST AND SITE
 
1. Please use the email subject line sensibly when you are posting a message, eg. “Vacancy for 10th Maternity Locum this year!”, rather than “Help!”

 

2. When replying, do not alter the subject line – this helps the author to identify your email as a reply to her message.  If she receives lots of replies, she might miss yours if you change the subject line.  It will also help you to keep track of the conversation if you exchange further emails on the same subject.

 

3. You can post and reply to messages by emailing the group using your normal email program – you do not need to visit the group site to do this, unless you want to.  

4. When you send an email using the address slt-north@yahoogroups.com and remember - your email will go to ALL members of the Group. 

5. If you want to send an email one member, or selected members, please do not do so using the group.  You can check that you have correct, individual email addresses, by clicking “Members” in the menu bar on the left hand side of the Home Page, or going straight to http://groups.yahoo.com/group/slt-north/members
Click on the email address of the member you want to contact, and post your message.  (Tip: If you are emailing several members from the site, rather than from your normal email program, type your Subject Line and email text into a simple text editor like Notepad.  Next, copy and paste the Subject Line and content of each message you are posting.  This way you will not need to type your message than once and you can be sure you used the same Subject Line for all messages).

 

6. When you reply to a message from slt-north@yahoogroups.com your reply will go ONLY to the author of the original message, NOT to all Group members.  If you want a reply to go to all members, use your normal email program to c.c. or forward your reply to: slt-north@yahoogroups.com

7. If you want to introduce a new topic, please do so by posting a new message, NOT by replying to an existing message.  Introducing new topics into an existing conversation is called “cross posting” – because it gets people at cross-purposes, and makes them cross too 
  

8. If you want to post messages or visit the Yahoo group page from another computer, eg. if you register your work email address but want to check messages from home, you will need to include both email addresses in your “Yahoo profile”. Otherwise, the group will not recognise you as a member and will block you out 
9. If I have not used your preferred email address, you can change this by editing your membership of the group.  The group home page is at http://groups.yahoo.com/group/slt-north/
10. If you only want to receive “Special Notices” (official communications from the group owner or moderators) you can do this by editing your membership preferences.  There are other options too, but I will leave you to explore them and decide which suits you best.


11. If you join the Group by replying to an email invitation, or you asked to be added to the Group, you will receive group posts and can reply to Group emails.  However, if you want to view messages on the Group site, alter your membership settings, or explore the wealth of useful information on the site, you will need a private “Yahoo ID” and “Profile” to activate your web access to the site.  These are free.  The “Yahoo! ID” is a password-protected, private “identity”.  The “Public Profile” form allows you to disclose as little or as much information as you like.


12. I would strongly encourage you to make the most of your membership by setting up a “Yahoo ID!” and a “Yahoo” Profile”.  These will allow you to explore the Links from the Group site.  You will be able to find out about employers, Speech & Language Therapy services, professional issues, the cities, towns, coast and countryside of the North of England, with special information for overseas members, and much more.
